LOUIS DE MONTFORT ôTOTAL CONSECRATION TO JESUS THROUGH MARYõ.  
 
As Fr Fabian has consecrated our parishes, a group of us are also doing the  
Louis de Montfort ôTotal Consecration to Jesus through Maryô to consecrate ourselves and our families with him. In these 
uncertain and difficult times when most people seems to struggle to find something to depend on, we should cling all the 
more to our God Who gives us strength. 
 
St Louis de Montfort wrote ñWe ought to belong to Jesus Christ, and to serve Him not only as mercenary servants, but as 
loving slaves who, as a result of their great love, give themselves up to serve Him in the quality of slaves simply for the honor 
of belonging to Himò. He also wrote that ñOur Blessed Lady is the means Our Lord made use of to come to usò and ñThe 
strongest inclination of Mary is to unite us to Jesus Christ, her Sonò. So it is fitting that we ñcall ourselves and make ourselves 
the loving slaves of the most holy Virgin, in order to be, by that very means, the more perfectly the slaves of Jesus Christ.ò 
 
The consecration consists of 33 days of preparation including daily prayer, readings and spiritual exercises to prepare us 
for the consecration. We will be starting on the 19th of October, for our consecration day to be the 21st of November, 
the Feast of the Presentation of our Lady.  
 
We will be having a briefing session on Wednesday the 30th of September at 8pm on Zoom to talk more about the 
details of the consecration.
